Procedure:

1.	Design your figure to be tessellated on a piece of paper.  Choose your color combination.  BE CREATIVE!  Try to tessellate your figure.  Be sure it tessellates!

2.	Transfer your design to the index card provided.  This will be a little stiffer than a piece of paper so it will be easier to work with in step #3.  Color your template!

3.	Trace your design onto the white drawing paper provided and tessellate.  Color your tessellation.  

4.	Name your tessellation on the back.

5.	You must turn in your template along with your completed tessellation.
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
