DIRECTIONS: Take I-70 west from Topeka towards Manhattan. Take the KS-177 exit north via Exit 313 towards Manhattan. When you
cross the Kansas River to get into Manhattan, take the Ft. Riley Blvd./Tuttle Creek Blvd. ramp exit. Turn left from the ramp onto Tuttle Creek Blvd.
Tuttle Creek Blvd. is Highway 24. Take this 15 miles north out of Manhattan. Turn left on US-77 north/US-24 west/Madison Rd. Continue on US-
77 north/Madison Road north for 9 miles. Turn right on KS-82/Calvary Rd. and drive for 4 miles. Turn left onto Barton Rd./US-24 and drive for 11
miles. After about a %2 mile, turn right onto 9" St. in Clay Center. The address of the school is 1630 9'" St., Clay Center, KS, 67432.
